Please read the following:
Please review the following information to help make your time at Miniature Hereford Junior Nationals run more smoothly. This is not a complete list of rules. Please refer to the 2026 MHJNA Rules for all general, show, and contest rules.
Directions: Take Highway 190 West and turn right into the facility at the hospital intersection. After arriving, use the last entrance, Entrance D.
We are guests of the Litton Ag Center. Please treat the facility with the same care and respect you would your own property. Clean up your area, dispose of trash and manure in the designated locations, and help us leave the facility in excellent condition. The more we can do ourselves, the lower our cleanup costs will be and the more resources we can put back into the event.
We are incredibly grateful to our sponsors for their support of the MHJNA. Their generosity plays a major role in making this event possible. Please take a moment to thank them and send a thank-you note when you have the opportunity.
Arrival
· Exhibitors may begin arriving Saturday, June 20.
· All cattle must be in place by 8 a.m. on Sunday, June 21.
· Trailer parking for unloading is limited. After unloading your equipment and cattle, please move your trailer to the designated parking area before setting up your stalls. To keep traffic flowing and allow everyone adequate access, trailers may not remain parked in front of the barn for extended periods.
Departure
· Release will begin following the announcement of the Premier Exhibitor at the conclusion of the show on Thursday.
· Please clean your stall, tack, and tie-out areas before departing.
· Exhibitors may depart at the conclusion of the show on Wednesday or Thursday; however, no loading or vehicle movement will be permitted while the show is in progress. The driveway between the cattle barn and showring must remain clear during classes. Please be respectful of exhibitors who are still fitting and showing.
Health
· [bookmark: _Hlk43207437]All animals must have a health certificate and will be checked during the check-in process.
· Health certificates must be issued within 30 days of arrival.
· Official identification is required.
· Calves entering Missouri with their dams must include a statement that they are “traveling at their mother’s side.”
· Additional requirements beyond the health certificate and official ID are listed below:
· Michigan: TB test within 60 days and entry permit required.
· Montana, Wyoming, Idaho, and Greater Yellowstone area:
· If coming from a Designated Surveillance Area (DSA) for brucellosis, cattle must have a brucellosis test within 30 days, an entry permit, and a statement confirming they are from a DSA.
· If not coming from a DSA, include a statement confirming the cattle are not from a DSA.
· Breeding and sale bulls 24 months of age or older must have a trich test within 30 days of entry. The trich test requirement is waived for exhibition bulls.
· Bulls 24 months of age or younger must include a statement that they are virgin bulls.

· You may list multiple animals on one health certificate.
· Missouri residents must also provide a health certificate at check-in.
Tie-Outs
· Designated tie-out areas will be available for both traditional tie-outs and independent pens. Due to the weather forecast, we will not be able to use the horse arena as originally planned, as it is expected to become very muddy.
· Tie-outs will be in the northwest corner of the grounds. This area does not have a perimeter fence; however, traditional tie-out spaces will be available for exhibitors who do not wish to build a pen.
· Independent pens may be constructed in the grassy tie-out area but must be completely self-supporting, as there are no fences or structures available for attachment.
· Pens may also be constructed in the trailer parking area using your trailer as part of the pen setup. This area is gravel.
· No panels will be provided for independent pens. Exhibitors wishing to build pens must provide and secure their own panels.
· Exhibitors are responsible for providing their own tie-out bedding. Straw is permitted.
· There is no electricity available in the tie-out area. Generators may be used.  
· There is no water hydrant in the tie-out area.  
· Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up their tie-out areas. Please separate trash and manure.
· PA announcements may not be audible in the tie-out area.  
Indoor Stalling
· Bedding in the barns will be provided. Bedding will be wood chips. You may top-dress your area, but you must supply any additional bedding you need.
· No straw.
· Your tack space will be located near your designated stalling area. We will do our best to provide adequate space for both cattle and tack. All stalls are near the show ring.
· Stalling assignments will be provided for each exhibitor.  We will do our best to accommodate all requests.
· You will be directed to your stall at check-in and must remain in your assigned area.
· Please do not place manure in trash cans. Use the designated manure area. Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up their own trash. Wheelbarrows will be available in the barns and should be emptied at the south or north end of the cattle barn. These areas will be marked.
· All stalling is on concrete.
· Porta coolers will be allowed in the barn; however, they will not have priority access to outlets. Please plan to run them from your generator.
Electricity
· Bring your generator.
· Generators are strongly recommended. Priority electrical use is reserved for fans and essential equipment. Porta coolers and blowers should plan to operate from generators.
· Please be considerate of others when using electricity. Outlets are limited to 20-amp circuits; overloading them may result in tripped breakers and power interruptions for those around you. Fans should be given priority
· All fans, extension cords, and other electrical equipment must be grounded, safely wired, and in good working condition. Please inspect your equipment before arriving.
· Keep all electrical boxes clear. Feed, hay, show boxes, and other items may not be placed in front of electrical boxes or outlets on outside walls.
Cattle Check-In
· Cattle check-in will begin Sunday at 10 a.m.
· Registration papers will be verified prior to cattle check-in. Exhibitors do not need to bring registration papers to cattle check-in.
· Tattoos will be verified. Please double-check them before leaving home.
· Steers will be weighed, and weights will be used to break classes.
· Health certificates must be presented during check-in.
Wash Racks
· The facility includes one indoor wash rack and multiple outdoor wash racks, all conveniently accessible from the stalling areas in the cattle barns.
Participant Info
· Exhibitor check-in will begin Sunday at 9 a.m. Information packets and T-shirts will be distributed at that time.
· An informational session will be held Sunday at 1 p.m. in the show ring following lunch. During this session, we will review the week’s logistics, contest information, and answer questions. It is a great opportunity for both newcomers and returning exhibitors to become familiar with the event.
· All cattle shows are full fit.  Showmanship is non-fit.
· Exhibitors must wear their event T-shirt for the group photo and showmanship on Monday, June 22. Please meet in the show ring at 8:30 a.m. for the group photo.
· Silent auction items may be checked in Sunday at 3 p.m. We encourage you to donate an item, as the auction has historically been an important fundraiser for the event. Bidding will close at the Awards banquet.
Supplies
· Weaver & Sullivan’s Show Supply will be onsite daily.

Contests: Please review the 2026 MHJNA Rules for each contest so you understand all requirements.

· Fitting teams will be assigned Sunday at the 1 p.m. informational meeting in the show ring. If you are participating in fitting, this is your opportunity to meet your teammates, make a plan, and prepare for the contest. Each team will need a calf, chute, and blower, and each participant should bring their own products. New this year, we will provide adhesive for the Pre-Junior group.   Barn attire is appropriate for this contest, although your showman may want to be dressed in show attire.
· Showmanship will be conducted in a no-fit, no-adhesive, blow-and-go format. Classes will be posted at the event and in the Showman app. Event T-shirts must be worn for showmanship.
· Photography entries must be mounted on 11” x 14” foam core or gator board that is at least 1/8” thick.
